At the beginning of Lent, I mentioned
that one of my “sacrifices” for Lent
was to re-read the book of Sirach.

The Wisdom of Ben Sira (Ecclesiasticus) is the
Greek form of the author’s name. He was a sage

living in Jerusalem around the year 200 BC.
Situated between Wisdom and Isaiah, Sirach is
comprised of 51 chapters. It is rich in imagery

and praises wisdom as God’s gift, all in an
attempt to guide the reader to maintain

religious faith. In this Note, I’m including some
compelling verses from the first half of the book.

Sirach 2:10-  Has anyone trusted in the Lord 
and been disappointed?

 3:31- The kindness people have done 
crosses their paths later on.

6:14- Faithful friends are a sturdy shelter... 
a treasure ... a life-saving medicine.
8:7- Do not rejoice when someone dies; 
remember we are all to be gathered in.

12:13- Who pities a snake charmer when he is
bitten, or anyone who goes near a wild beast?

13:26- The sign of a good heart is a radiant face.

19:12- Like an arrow stuck in a fool’s thigh 
so is gossip in the belly of a fool.

20:18- A slip on the floor is better 
than a (sinful) slip of the tongue.
