~ Sacred Heart of Jesus ~
2026: Feast Day is June 12

The devotion to the Sacred Heart of Jesus is rooted in Scripture. -
The beloved disciple John after having rested his head on the *
chest of Jesus (revealing closeness), later saw blood and water
flow from Christ’s pierced side during the crucifixion. Jesus
declares Himself “meek and humble of heart” in the Gospel of
Matthew (11:28). Love is as vital to our life as the heart is to the
body: without love, says St. Paul, we are nothing (1 Corinthians 13),
The ﬁrophet Ezekiel writes about Yahweh saying: | will give you a
new heart ... | will remove the heart of stone and give you a heart
of flesh (36:26). From the Beatitudes: “Blessed are the poor in
heart ... blessed are the pure of heart...” It is the very heart of our
life that must be transformed by the heart of the Lord. He made
Himself poor and humble, and asks us to imitate Him.

The heart is a vital organ of our body; without it, blood cannot
provide life to the muscles and organs. Since antiquity, the heart
has represented the center of our life, the seat of inteﬁ/igence and

emotions. As fully human with a heart of flesh, Jesus has
appropriated to Himself our entire human condition, marked by
our faculties, our feelings, and our will. His heart is the pure
reflection of the heart of God, which has taken on a passionate
love for us, to give Himself up in death to cover us with
His precious Blood.

Because the Sacred Heart of Jesus is the Source and Summit, our
heart is transformed little by little by the proper reception of the
Eucharist, His Body and Blood. We owe it to Jesus to honor His
Heart in a special way. Let us immerse ourselves in His Heart
which provides the oxygen of spiritual life to all.
